Following the Earthquake

Following the earthquake that occurred on March 28, 2025, Southeast Asia University conducted
a comprehensive assessment of the safety and structural integrity of all buildings on campus to ensure
the highest level of safety for all faculty members, students, and staff.

The inspection team confirmed that the main structures of the university buildings remain strong,
secure, and in normal condition. Only minor cracks—similar to those observed in other buildings across
Bangkok—were found. These have been promptly repaired and restored, with no impact on the safety
or usability of the premises.

As all facilities have been declared safe for use, on-campus teaching and learning activities will officially
resume on April 20, 2025
